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What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
In the instance of one sole child isolating, teachers are setting work at home broadly in line with that the children are learning in class through Class Dojo..
In the instance of the whole class isolating, work will be set using a combination of Teams and Class Dojo. 


Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?

· We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For example, PE will be suggested activities or directions to a website such as Joe Wicks.

We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:

Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Work will be set through a combination of Microsoft Teams and Class Dojo. This work may involve directions to use other programs and websites such as purple Mash for computing and White Rose Maths.  

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
We have done a parent questionnaire and identified parents who are struggling with technology. The school has obtained laptops which can be loaned out to parents. 
We have made a further request to the DfE and are awaiting a response.  


How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
Some examples of remote teaching approaches:
· Recorded lessons made by teachers.
· Clips from White Rose Maths (including worksheets) and Oak Academy.
· BBC bitesize
· Rising Stars comprehension. 
· Joe Wicks or equivalent for PE
· Purple Mash for computing.

Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
· Your child is expected to log into Teams and class Dojo each school day and complete the work set for them.
· There is not an expectation that the work is necessarily completed during the school day as we recognize that some parents work shifts and may not be able to support their child during the school day.  Additionally, families with more than one child may have to chare devices. 
· Every child is different and may require varying amounts of support to help them with their schoolwork.  Children in Year 5 and 6 should be able to complete their work independently (provided that there are no technical issues.)
· In KS1, children will need support in accessing their learning and may need support in reading some instructions.  The work will be a combination of reinforcing prior learning and also moving onto new learning which obviously will require more parental support. 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?

· Work submitted on class dojo will be recorded by the teacher on  a daily basis and a register is kept of engagement with each lesson.
·  School will contact parents of children who are not engaging to a reasonable extent and offer support in ensuring that the children do not fall behind in the learning.  It is a requirement of OFSTED and the Department For Education that remote learning is set and that engagement with remote learning is monitored to ensure that children are receiving the best possible education.   

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
· Each day, your child’s work will be acknowledged.  If you submit work by 1pm, the work will be marked by 5pm .  Work submitted later than 1pm will be marked by the end of the week.
· Teachers are guided by the marking policy.
· Teachers may use the feedback to inform future planning. 

Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:

Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
