Town Centre – Traffic Survey
Geography & History & Science 
Wednesday 2 July 2025

On Wednesday 2 July 2025 the children and staff from Year 3 Class will be visiting The Town Centre as part of their Geography & History & Science Curriculum. 

This field trip will build upon the learning your child has been doing in class.
