Year 5 Class Visit -Wigan Wakes Weeks
Wigan Flashes and Nature Reserve
Geography & History Observation Walk
Monday 7 July 2025

On Monday 7 July 2025 the children and staff from Year 5 Class will be walking down to Wigan Flashes and Nature Reserve as part of their Geography & History Curriculum. 

To keep costs to a minimum, and to incorporate our local geography and history into the curriculum this visit has been arranged without the need for transport and the costs that incurs.  

This field trip will build upon the learning your child has been doing in class, learning about canals, how goods are distributed and the history of canals. This field trip will enable the children to experience in context the differences between canals and rivers and the importance of canals and roads for transporting goods around the country. The children will learn how industrialisation has contributed to global warming and the greenhouse effect. 

They will learn that Wigan Flashes started life as a casualty of industry. The ‘flashes’ themselves are lakes formed as a result of mining subsidence. First partially filled with colliery waste and ash from the former Westwood Power Station, it is natural recolonisation and large-scale reclamation works that have really helped heal the industrial scars.
The visit will take place during morning lessons. It is my intention that we will leave school at 9.30am and return to school in time for lunch. 

School uniform should be worn on this occasion, but waterproof clothing and strong comfortable outdoor shoes will be needed.  If the weather is sunny, please ensure your child is wearing sunscreen and brings a hat for the visit.

It is expected that the children will have a lovely morning bringing their classroom learning into the real world of their local community. If however poor choices in terms of behaviour hamper the learning experience those children will be brought back to school by senior staff.
