Year 6 Class Visit – Wigan Wakes Weeks
The World Museum Liverpool, The River Mersey, Docks, and Estuary.
Geography & History & Science Field Trip
Friday 27 June 2025

On Friday 27 June 2024 the children and staff from Year 6 Class will be visiting Liverpool World Museum, the River Mersey, Docks, and Estuary as part of their Geography & History & Science Curriculum. 

This field trip will build upon the learning your child has been doing in class, learning about Globalisation the River Mersey, docks, estuary and how this involved the distribution of resources. This will lead onto how globalisation has affected the environment.  

During the day we will visit Liverpool where we will learn about the importance of Liverpool to British industry.  We will learn that the Leeds Liverpool canal leads to Liverpool and how this was important in the times of the Industrial Revolution.  We will also learn about ship building and will visit the Liverpool World Museum.  

We will leave school at 9.30am and return in time for the normal end of the school day dependant on the traffic on the return journey home.  School uniform should be worn on this occasion, but waterproof clothing and strong shoes will be needed for outdoors. If the weather is sunny, please ensure your child is wearing sunscreen and brings a hat for the visit.

A packed lunch can be provided for your child from the school kitchen, you should order and pay for this via your child’s Evolve App to allow your child to select their packed lunch choice in class. If you would prefer to provide a packed lunch for your child, please ensure it is fully disposable wrapping. 

This trip has been subsidised by school, but we ask for a voluntary contribution of £12.00 per child to cover the cost of the transport. 

Payment should be made via your child’s on-line Evolve Account. 

Unfortunately, if insufficient payments are received into school this class visit may need to be cancelled. 

It is expected that the children will have a lovely visit bringing their classroom learning into the real world. If however poor choices in terms of behaviour hamper the learning experience those children will be brought back to school by senior staff.
