Dear Parents and Carers,

Ref: Sports Day Arrangements – Plan B Implementation

I am writing in response to concerns raised regarding the arrangements for Sports Day.
As you are aware, we made the decision to implement our contingency plan (“Plan B”), which involved holding Sports Day indoors without parent attendance. This decision was not taken lightly. The weather forecast at the time indicated persistent light rain, and in order to ensure the safety of pupils and the smooth running of the event, we felt it was appropriate to move activities indoors.

To further support this decision, our grounds maintenance team confirmed today that the field was boggy in several areas and unsuitable for use. This reinforced that an outdoor event would not have been safe or practical.

We do fully recognise that many parents and carers have work commitments, and that advance notice of changes is extremely important. With this in mind, we communicated the decision via email on 15 June 2026 to give as much notice as possible under the circumstances.
Unlike many schools, we do not cancel and reschedule Sports Day. Experience shows that rearranged events often result in Sports Day not taking place at all. Instead, we prioritise ensuring that children still have the opportunity to participate by enacting our alternative plan, so they do not miss out on this important experience.

I also recognise that some parents feel there are limited opportunities to attend events in school, such as trips or celebrations. I want to reassure you that I understand and, to an extent, agree with this feedback. As a result, from next year we will be introducing a clear calendar of events for the Autumn, Spring and Summer terms. This will include planned trips, key dates, and additional opportunities for parents and carers to come into school to celebrate children’s achievements with us.

That said, we do understand and acknowledge the disappointment this decision may have caused. Unfortunately, this year the timing of the weather has been particularly challenging, as the anticipated rain has not yet materialised.
At times, decisions have to be made in the best interests of safety and organisation, even though they may not meet with universal agreement. While we always aim to please everyone, we recognise that this is not always possible. Thank you for your understanding and continued support.
