Online-Safety Objectives:
All the objectives are incorporated into Computing lessons, age appropriately, throughout the year.
Year 1 – Year 6

KS1

Children understand that they can find a range of information on the internet.

Children are able to navigate age-appropriate websites.

Children know the dangers of using the internet alone.

Children know what to do if they find something inappropriate online

Children use the internet purposefully to answer specific questions

Children practise online-safety when communicating with others
Children know that not everything on the internet is true

Children understand that the internet can be used to communicate with other people.

Children are shown how to send suitable and purposeful emails

Children know the difference between communicating via email and online in a discussion forum and the dangers of social media
Children understand how they can use the internet safely for research and by following set lines of enquiry.

KS2

Children use the Internet safety and undertake independent purposeful research, gathering appropriate text and image and attempt to distinguish between fact and fiction, plagiarism and bookmarking.

Children can begin to use a range of online communication tools eg. Forums, polls and email to exchange and develop ideas with other learners and experts in a range of curriculum contexts

Children know that not everything on the internet is true and know what to do if they access something inappropriate

Children understand the function of a search engine and the importance of using the correct search criteria.

Children use the internet as a resource to support their work and begin to understand plagiarism.  Children understand that good online research involves processing the information (rather than copying) and interpreting it for others.
Children know there is a range of online communication tools to exchange information and collaborate with others within and beyond their school – we discuss blogs, email, social networking, online gaming and mobile phones and how to present themselves online.
Children recognise that not all information on the internet is accurate or unbiased (advertising) and develop strategies for identifying the origin of a website

Children understand the potential risks of providing personal information in an increasing range of online technologies both within and outside school

Children recognise their own right to be protected from the inappropriate technology by others and the need to respect the rights of other users

Children are shown how to select appropriate tools to collaborate and communicate confidently and safely with others within and beyond their school

Children understand the issues of plagiarism, copyright and data protection in relation to their work and acknowledge sources.
They understand that the resources they find may be covered by copyright.  They understand that not all information on the internet is legal to use or copy, even if sources are acknowledged
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
