e-Safety Rules

These e-Safety Rules help to protect students and staff by describing acceptable and unacceptable computer use.

· The school owns the computer network and can set rules for its use.

· Anonymous messages and chain letters are not permitted.

· The school ICT systems may not be used for private purposes,

· Use for personal financial gain, gambling, political activity, advertising or illegal purposes is not permitted.
