Literacy (L)


Read books linked to the theme dark/light such as ‘Owl Babies, ‘Can’t you sleep Little bear,’ ‘The Owl who was afraid of the Dark.’


Stickman’ by Julia Donaldson and continue to read books from the Julia Donaldson series.


Making signs and labels for our outdoor bulbs.


Continue to write for a variety of purposes such as lists, labels, cards etc..


Writing special cards such as Diwali cards and Christmas cards – linked to special times.


Writing lists to Santa.


Sequence and write about the Christmas story.


Read non fiction books linked to festivals and celebrations.





Maths: 


Number, Pattern, Shape, Space and Measure.








Expressive Art and Design (EAD)


Explore colour, both commercial and natural – leaves, and sequins.


Creating patterns using natural objects – Autumn collections in the style of Andy Goldsworthy.


Mix colours using a palate and using various objects such as pipettes, marbles, balls etc. Fireworks on black paper – splatter/chalk.


Talk about lighter and darker shades


Create ‘Firework’ music to accompany dances.


Perform dance in response to firework music. – Handel’s fireworks. 


Use a variety of media to create pictures


Make musical patterns and explore rhythm. Select appropriate instruments to represent different sounds such as water, fire, Christmas lights etc. 


Continue to explore how instruments can be played in different ways to create different effects.


Listen to traditional Indian music and respond through Dance. Explore bells – Indian bells.
