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The children will extend their coding skills as they will be using beebots to learn directional language, commands, sequencing, and problem solving.
In Summer term 2 the children will be introduced to spreadsheets on 2Calculate.
SCIENCE.
The children will be learning all about the animal kingdom, including the human body. They will explore, investigate, and compare the structure of a variety of common animals, and be able to identify, classify and group them by features and diet. The children will be learning why littering is dangerous to wildlife and the environment and what actions they can adopt to ensure their Community remains litter free.
ART & D&T.
In Art, the children will be making collages to create artwork and they will be making their own junk model aeroplanes just like the one the Wright Brothers made. 
In DT, the children will learn about structures and design their own windmills.

RE & PSHCEE
In R.E., The children will be learning about why Baptism is special, and they will be exploring how people of other faiths welcome new babies. They will also be learning the history of Joseph and how his world was different to how ours is today.
In PSHCEE, the children will be learning about responsibilities and how they can help to look after each other and the environment. They will also learn about looking after money and about parts of the human body and what they do.
MATHS.
Using Maths - No Problem!, the children will continue their learning on numbers to 40 and then beyond to 100, as well as working out addition and subtraction word problems. They will then move on and begin to explore and learn multiplication, division and fractions including halving, quartering, sharing, and grouping. The children will then look at time by learning to recognise the hour and the half hour, estimate and compare time and order events using a calendar. The children will learn about the value of money by recognising coins and notes, then be able to calculate volume and capacity, mass and space. 


ENGLISH.
Sydney, Stella, and the Moon – The children will be learning about the difference between past and present tense and how to use the suffix -ed, where no changes are made to the root word. They will learn about the features of a non-chronological report and how to find information from non-fiction texts.
Dinosaurs and all that Rubbish – The children will continue to learn how to develop ideas and explore a range of reports both formal and informal. They will learn how to ask questions before writing them down. 
Magic Bed – The children will learn how prefixes are used and identify nouns and adjectives in a sentence. They will explore determiners and explore the opposites.
Send for a Superhero – The children will learn how to identify exclamation marks in a text and explore synonyms, looking at how they affect a story. 

MUSIC.
The children will listen to a range of high-quality music with concentration and compare pieces from different styles and eras. They will be exploring and learning about the composer- 
Rimsky-Korsakov - the Flight of the Bumblebee. 

HISTORY & GEOGRAPHY.
In History, the children will be learning about why the Wright Brothers and the first flight of an aeroplane. They will research the lives of significant individuals in the past, who have contributed to National and International achievements.  
In Geography, the children will be further developing their Geographical and Fieldwork skills by learning the directions on a compass – NSEW, and by investigating seasonal weather patterns within the United Kingdom.
