Year 2 
Science

Living things and their habitats.
In this topic, we will be learning about animals and their habitats through observation, comparison and categorisation. We will explore food chains and life processes. 
Art/DT

 In art, we will be learning about the surrealist artist Max Ernst and Ed Ruscha. We will be creating repeated patterns using a range of tools.
RE

In R.E. we will be learning about our class Christian Value of ‘Compassion’ and how we can demonstrate compassion in our everyday lives. We will learn about the Bible and why it is important to Christians.
Music
